We always promise perfect weather for Calvin’s Challenge,
and this year we were right. May 2 dawned with clear
skies and warm temperatures as 95 competitive riders

lined up on 83 bicycles for the start of the Eighth Annual Calvin’s
12-Hour Challenge.

Advertising and word of mouth helped draw riders from
many states, with participants coming from Delaware, Illinois,
Indiana, Michigan, Missouri, New Jersey, New York, Ohio, Okla-
homa, Pennsylvania and Canada. Ages ranged from a low of 14 to
a high of 76. The average age was 34, and the average mileage
completed was 164. Twelve class records (including our mixed-
tandem record) were broken, and five riders showed up for our
brand-new recumbent class. We also had 46 non-competitive
riders this year, for a grand total of 141 riders.

We were pleased to see a big turnout of Dayton Cycling Club
members, as 19 showed up to compete.

The Dayton Cycling Club Board of Directors
met Monday, May 3, at the Dayton Daily News
Building, at Fourth and Ludlow streets, Dayton.
Present at the meeting were officers Anita Patten,
Don Stevens, Chuck Smith, Scott Spees, Mark
Buchwalder, Dwaine Wheeler, Patrick Hargot, Mark
Minardi, Heather Meyer and Kay Wert Minardi. Club
member Eric Gill also attended.

Newsletter Editor Kay Wert Minardi presented
the minutes of the March 1 and April 12 minutes.
Both meeting minutes were revised to correct the
spelling of names and were accepted unanimously.

Treasurer Patrick Hargot reported that the
DCC’s net worth as of April 30 was $16,421.04. He
also pointed out that a few items in the budget are
out of balance because some expenses exceeded
projections. Mark Minardi moved that the board
approve Hargot’s adjusting of the budget to put it
back in balance, and Mark Buchwalder seconded.
The motion carried.The treasurer’s report was ac-
cepted and filed for audit.

President Chuck Smith has been informed by
Mothers Against Drunk Driving of pending legisla-
tion mandating stricter punishments of persons
convicted of DUI and suggested that the board send
the Ohio General Assembly letters of support for the
bills. Huffman Spring Classic Director Dwaine
Wheeler pointed out that often measures totally
unrelated to their primary purpose are slipped into
bills, and we should investigate the bills further
before acting. The majority of the board concurred,
and the issue was tabled.

Wow, what an appearance the Dayton Cycling Club
made at the May 2 Ohio Road Race Championships in
Wilkesville! This is the race of the year to determine the best
road racers in Ohio.

There were some impressive individual performances
at this event, but it seems that the biggest challenge for
everyone was the course itself. As written on the race flier,
this is “The event everyone hates to ride because it is so hard,
but everyone also wants to win because it is so prestigious.”
It has 10 noted climbs. Those aren’t the kind of hills that you
just “note” while you’re riding up them; on these hills you get
to know every inch of the pavement as you grind your gears
and teeth through each endless rise and turn.

This race is nestled in the hills of southeast Ohio, and
every rise and fall within a 20-mile radius was sought, found
and placed on this course (OK, maybe I exaggerate). It
consists of three loops, the first two of 26 miles each and the
last about 13 miles. Each loop had progressively more
difficult climbs.

Categories 1, 2, and 3 men as well as Masters between
the ages of 30 and 49 rode the 65-mile course. The remaining
groups rode the first two loops for a total of 53 miles.

The Category 3 men’s group was very competitive
and broke apart by the third loop. The DCC’s Jason Woerl
worked hard on the hills and held himself near the lead with
one rider off the front. He took a hard-earned third place at
the finish. Also, Vince Clune earned 14th place.

Vincent Fichera, competing in Category 5 and in just
his second race this year, powered through at the finish to
earn his second victory of his racing career.

Benjamin Moran also held his own among the Cat-
egory 4’s and 5’s, earning first place for Junior Men.

Nicole Feser broke away from the pack with one other
woman and one Master near the beginning of her race and
managed to hold off her opponent at the finish to win first
place for women.

Time Trial series began April 20, but the first evening
of the Germantown Road Race series was rained out.
Spees showed the board a photo montage poster the
team is having created for sponsors to display.

Huffman Spring Classic Director Dwaine
Wheeler announced that 300 riders had registered
to ride in the May 16 tour, and 100 T-shirts were
ordered. He gave $2,960 in registration receipts to
the treasurer for deposit.

New Director-At-Large (off-road riding) Don
Stevens was introduced to the board. He announced
that he wants to promote beginning off-road rides,
helping members develop skills so they become
interested in continuing riding off-road. He said
Ohio’s IMBA representative, James Buratti, will hold
a trail-building/maintenance seminar July 25-26.
Stevens added that he will work with agencies such
as Five Rivers MetroParks to add off-road riding
opportunities in our area. Along those lines, he has
heard that Sycamore State Park (Trotwood) may add
bike access on its trails, and in the future a landfill
site in West Carrollton may be developed into a trail.

During the discussion of off-road riding,
Wheeler said the Ceasar Creek State Park mountain-
bike trail is not marked. He suggested that the DCC
contribute money toward funding signs. No motion
was made, as the board did not have adequate
information.

Bike Miami Valley Executive Director Heather
Meyer reported progress on the Thunder Road Bike-
A-Thon. She said fliers were mailed to all DCC
members, and she hopes DCC members will attend
the Thunder Road Family Festival from 11:30 a.m. to

4 p.m. June 5 at Carillon Historical Park. Meyer also
announced that Bike Miami Valley is purchasing a
brick at Xenia Station in Cookie Motsch’s memory.

Racing Captain Scott Spees said Nicole Feser,
Glenn Salyer and a race board is progressing with
plans for the July 2-3 Miami Valley Races. He said a
“Ride with the Pros” event will be offered on Thurs-
day, July 1, at Saturn. Some hosts have been found
for teams, and it is still hoped that DCC members will
offer to host individual racers as well.

In new business, Smith requested that all
board members send him e-mail indicating whether
they intend to run for office for 2000. Smith asked
that the officers let him know their intentions before
the June business meeting.

Meyer said the Dayton Convention and Visi-
tors Bureau has expressed interest in hosting the
2003 League of American Bicyclists National Rally.
Meyer asked that any DCC members interested in
brainstorming on 2003 cycling events contact her at
(937) 463-2707. Mark Minardi, Smith and Wheeler
indicated they would like to participate.

Spees said the racing team is transferring
$400 to the Huffman Spring Classic to cover the
costs of team members who will ride in the tour.

Anita Patten reported that she found out that
the Downtown Dayton RiverScape Project is offering
engraved pavers/bricks to community organiza-
tions. She suggested that the board purchase one as
a way of raising awareness of the DCC in the commu-
nity. The board was very receptive to the idea. Mark
Minardi suggested that if the DCC purchases a brick,
it should be placed on or as close to the River
Corridor Bikeway if possible, and several other
officers agreed. Patten did not  know whether that
would be possible, but said she would look into it.
Smith moved that the DCC purchase a $500 paver,
and Wheeler seconded. The motion was approved.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:45.

The Dayton Cycling Club Board of Directors
met Monday, April 12, at the Dayton Daily News
Building, Fourth and Ludlow streets, Dayton. Present
at the meeting were officers Chuck Smith, Mark
Buchwalder, Nicole Feser, Gary Garland, Patrick
Hargot, Heather Meyer, Kay Wert Minardi, Mark
Minardi, Anita Patten, Scott Spees and Dwaine
Wheeler.
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The meeting opened with a presentation by
Glenn Salyer and Nicole Feser, the new co-directors
of the Downtown Dayton PRO/AM Cycling Series, on
the status of this summer’s races. Fifteen thousand
dollars in prize money has been raised, and the city
of Dayton is giving the race more support. The city
will make the race part of its Fourth of July activities.
It will provide more involved assistance from the
police, grandstands and course fencing. The long-
term plans for the race are to build it up to a five- or
six-day event by the year 2003 to be part of the
yearlong 2003 celebration of the 100th anniversary
of powered flight.

Secretary Gary Garland presented minutes of
the March 1 business meeting, but discovered he
had inadvertently distributed an early draft ver-
sion. The final March minutes will be presented at
the May 3 meeting.

Patrick Hargot presented the treasurer’s re-
port, which was accepted and filed for audit.

• President Chuck Smith reported that Miami
Valley Races Director Dan Williams has resigned.
Nicole Feser and Glenn Salyer have been appointed
to replace him.

Racing Captain Scott Spees had several an-
nouncements:

• The Wright Memorial Blue Streak Time
Trials at Wright-Patterson Air Force Base will be the
third Tuesday of each month starting in April and
extending for six months. Participants should send
an e-mail to Steve Buchwalder at sdkmbuch@aol.com
to pre-register and gain entry to the base..

• The Germantown Road Races also were to
begin in April. They will be the fourth Tuesday of
each month, for six months. Karen Garrett is the
contact. Call (937) 268-9915 or send e-mail to
rgart@earthlink.net.

• The team is creating posters for the team’s
sponsors. The posters will be available to DCC mem-
bers.

• The design of the racing team T-shirts will
be finalized over the next two weeks.

A motion was made to change the racing
team budget to move the $1,000 appropriated for
the Smoky Mountain training trip to miscellaneous
expenses since the trip was canceled. The board
approved the motion.

Huffman Spring Classic Director Dwaine
Wheeler announced that applications were starting
to come in for the ride. Several vendors will be at the
start, including Bike Source. He is seeking volunteers
for the event, which will be held May 16.

Wright Wride Director Mark Minardi an-
nounced that planning continues. There will be a
change in this year’s route to take it past the Xenia
Old-Fashion Days Festival.

Social chairwoman Anita Patten announced
that the April 11 Tailwind Tour was successful. An
additional $66 was needed to cover the bus cost. A
motion was made to adjust the budget to cover the
additional cost. The board approved the motion.

Patten also reported that the Troy Straw-
berry Festival Tour is coming up. Festival organizers
are considering the future of the bicycle tour and
may be interested in having another organization
take over the tour. The board expressed an interest
in the DCC adopting the tour, but tabled the issue in
order to get more information.

Heather Meyer was introduced as the new
Bike Miami Valley executive director and DCC Board
member. Meyer announced plans for the upcoming
Thunder Road Bike-A-Thon. This year the event will
be held at only one location, Carillon Park. More
emphasis will be put on it as a family event.

Newsletter Editor Kay Wert Minardi reminded
everyone of the upcoming Spoke ’N’ Link publishing
deadlines.

Web master Dwaine Wheeler announced that
several improvements to the DCC Web page are
under way. Monthly rides will be posted on the page,
and weather site links are going to be added.  Again,
the goal of distributing the newsletter through the
Internet was advocated.

In old business, the issue of the DCC  logo was
addressed. A motion was made for the DCC  to use
the wheel logo and the current diamond-shaped
racing team logo and discontinue the “riding DCC.”
The board approved the motion.

In new business, Don Stevens was appointed
the director at large for off-road riding.b

tion, the riders were warned not to pass the organiz-
ers until we passed the tennis courts at the edge of
the school grounds. This tradition is important to us,
since it’s the only time we get to lead.

This year they really made us feel like heroes
by waiting for more than a mile before blowing by.
A major lead pack immediately formed and took off
at 24-plus mph and stayed together for most of two
50-mile loops. As usual, the leaders finished the first
100 miles in well under five hours.

As the day wore on, the lead pack was gradu-
ally reduced to only two riders, the DCC’s Keith Holt
and David Power, who tied last year for high overall
mileage. Holt and Power finished the ride side by
side again this year, with 249 miles, equaling their
1998 performance.

By the end of the day, the riders had covered
a total of 13,118 miles, eaten most of our animal
crackers and tested the limits of their personal
endurance. There are no doubt many stories to tell.
Here are a few of them:

• The male-male tandem team of Logan and
Norris broke away from the lead pack for the first 10
miles. Despite four flats and a major off-course
excursion, they covered 185 miles for second place
in their class. Logan blamed Norris, the stoker, for
the navigation problem. Norris, who is blind, dis-
avowed any responsibility for the misnavigation.

• Chris Cain rode his first Calvin’s Challenge
at age 16, and upped the 15-19 record to 178 miles.

 • The male-male tandem team of Young and
Adams from Urbana had never ridden a tandem
before race day and, in fact, hadn’t ridden bicycles
at all since childhood. They did 135 miles and took
third place in their class.

• Race Across America veteran Matt Bond
covered 221 miles and earned a silver medal, thanks
to an intense training program totaling nearly 40
miles in 1999.

• Bill Hess, 75, and Richard Shell, 76, covered
121 and 107 miles, respectively. Hess says he isn’t
coming back until he can set the record for 80-plus.
We don’t believe him; we think he has the “Ultra”
bug. Next year we will have an 80-plus class.

• The first-place male-male tandem team
would have placed third in the mixed-tandem class.

• Sixty-four-year-old Isabelle Sheardown of
Canada met Calvin Congdon on a ride several years
ago and got talked into trying the Midwest Double
Century. Then she tried the Michigan 24 Hours (won
a medal), and in her first year at Calvin’s Challenge
did 142 miles and set a new record in the 60-64
women’s class. She says she’s riding long distances
because of Congdon’s inspiration. There’s no record

in the 65-69 class, Isabelle — see you next year.
• The 15-19 male class was a hot contest

among Chris Cain, Philip Wolfe, Dan Morgan and
Brendan Ireland. It’s great to see young riders com-
ing out for this event, which was one of our original
goals. Ireland and Wolfe were first-timers, while
Morgan was riding the Challenge for the third time.
His 2-year-old 10-14 male class record was beaten
this year by first-timer Brian Nieport.

• Mary Buchwalder and Kay Minardi teamed
up to set the unclaimed female-female tandem record
and cranked out  an impressive 157 miles, increas-
ing Minardi’s personal best by 50 miles.

•  Brad and Aven Miter were spotted cruising
the 50-mile loop on their Bike Twosday folding
tandem, towing its trailer loaded with 40 pounds of
Kitty Litter. They claimed to be training for their
upcoming 60-day trip from northern Scotland to the
southern tip of England. It was rumored that they
were chased by several cats during the day.

• In an act of blatant disrespect for the
organizers, Valerie and Jim Paoloemilio upped the
longstanding mixed-tandem record by 15 miles to
221.

• DCC members Marilyn Corbin and Jeff
Horlacher both won medals, but left before the
awards ceremony. They can pick up their medals at
608 NE 101st St., Kansas City, Mo. Ann says next year
they have to stick around for the ceremony.

• In addition to riding the event and winning
medals, Valerie Van Griethuysen, Janice Malicki and
Jim Lemaster marked the course and swept the
corners. While sweeping corners after work one
evening, Janice was questioned by three different
motorists who all asked if she was OK. Apparently,
they don’t see many women standing in the middle
of deserted roads with brooms in their hands. We
promised her a blower for next year.

• Due to family obligations, Calvin Congdon
was unable to be with us this year. He sends his
regards, however, to all the riders and volunteers
who helped make the event a success. He plans to be
here next year.

Our thanks to everyone who helped make
this race a success: All our volunteers, Bill Carver’s
radio guys, our new sponsor — Haldex Brake Sys-
tems — and all the riders, whose enjoyment of the
event make it worthwhile for all of us. Special thanks
to Mary Lou Shafer, Bill Carver, Kathy Williams and
Barry Schroeder, who spent 16 hours on race day
working on food, registration, results, volunteer
coordination and generally ran the race while we
rode. We couldn’t have this race without the help of
our outstanding group of volunteers.b

On Oct. 22, 1998, the Illinois Supreme Court
released a decision that shocked the bicycling com-
munity — holding that bicyclists were not “intended
users” of the roadways of Wayne Twp. in DuPage
County, Ill. How did this happen, and could it
happen in Ohio?

On the morning of Sept. 8, 1992, Jon Boub
took a bike ride in DuPage County. He ended up on
St. Charles Road in Wayne Twp., on a one-lane
bridge. This bridge was apparently being prepared
for resurfacing, as there were wooden planks cover-
ing part or all of the surface. Boub’s tires allegedly
became lodged between two planks and he was
thrown from the bike, suffering serious injuries.

Boub sued Wayne Twp. and its highway com-
missioner. While he made several claims, the key
claims were those based upon allegations that the
township was negligent and violated a duty owed to
Boub under Illinois’ version of a government immu-
nity statute. The county fired back with the “govern-
mental immunity defense” — sovereign immunity,
based on the concept “the king can do no wrong.”
The trial judge dismissed the case based on the
county’s arguments, and Boub appealed. The case
ultimately landed in the  Illinois Supreme Court.

Under Illinois law, a public entity, such as the
township sued by Boub, has a duty to exercise
reasonable care to maintain roads in a reasonably
safe condition for the use of those people for whom
the roadway was “... intended and permitted ...” The
court focused on these two words — “intended” and
“permitted” — and found two separate require-
ments. However, since “intended” users are always
“permitted” users, but permitted users may or may
not be “intended” users, the cased turned on one
critical question: Did Wayne  Twp. intend St. Charles
Road to be used by bicycle riders?

In trying to determine the intent of the
township, the court looked first to the roadway
markings and signs. Nope, the court concluded,
nothing there to indicate that bicycle riders were
“intended” users of St. Charles Road. Nothing about
the bridge itself suggested to the court that it was
intended for bicycle riders.

 The court then looked at the definitions of
“highway,” “vehicle” and “bicycle.” Here is where it
gets interesting. In many states, including Ohio,
bicycles are included in the definition of “vehicle.”
In Illinois, they are not — the “vehicle” definition

excludes devices moved by human power, and de-
fines bicycle separately. The definition of “high-
way,” however, includes the designated portions of
the roadway that is open for public use “... for the
purposes of vehicular travel.” Thus, the court con-
cluded, “... highways, streets, roads and bridges in
Illinois are primarily designed and intended for use
by vehicles, and not by bicycles! (Emphasis added.)

As a result, the court concluded that bicycle
riders were not intended users of St. Charles Road in
DuPage County. Due to this finding, the  township
did not owe Boub a duty of reasonable care. Since
the  township owed no duty to Boub to keep the
roads in good repair, he did not have a case against
the  township. The court concluded that his claim
was properly thrown out of court by the trial judge.

A stinging dissent was also filed. Justice Heiple,
writing alone, called the majority opinion “absurd
and dangerous,” noting that “... both motorists and
bicyclists commonly recognize that, in the absence
of a designated corridor for bike riding, bikes are
intended to share the road with automobiles.”  Heiple
cited numerous statutes that validate this percep-
tion and noted that Illinois has officially adopted a
policy requiring that the “safe accommodation” of
bicycle riders be given “... full consideration during
the development of highway projects.” Further, he
pointed out that this very road was designated a
“bike route” by the county.

The dissent also pointed out that had Boub
been on a motorcycle, he would have a case. Had he
been driving a car, he would have a case. Because he
was on a bike, he was not an intended user of the
road, and his case had to be dismissed, a result
Heiple described as “irrational and dangerous.”

Heiple concluded by noting that, as a result
of the opinion in this case: “... the only safe bicycle
in Illinois is a stationary exercise bike located in
one’s home or at the gym.”

As noted, Ohio’s statutory definitions in-
clude a “bicycle” within the definition of “vehicles.”
Thus, virtually all laws that apply to “vehicle” opera-
tors in Ohio also apply to “bicycle” operators. This
means we can be cited for running stop signs,
speeding, drunken “driving” and any other traffic
violation. On a broader level, though, this provides
protection for all cyclists — a sort of state-recog-

nized right to use the road. After all, roads were
made for vehicles and bikes are “vehicles.” Thus,
theoretically, the same argument that knocked Boub’s
case out of court should not fly in Ohio.

There are plenty of other arguments thrown
at cyclists when they are involved in motor vehicle
crashes, dog/bike crashes and product-failure situ-
ations. In future columns, I will take a look at all of
these legal areas, and more.

This Illinois case should be a wake-up call to
cyclists everywhere.
